Objectives:

Pupils of the Standard three class after listening to the story will:

1. Read and retell simple stories.

     2. Create literal and inferential questions.

     3. Answer literal and inferential questions.

     4. Distinguish between relevant and irrelevant details.

     5. Follow directions, instructions and explanations.

6. Sequence facts, ideas and events in the story.

Introduction

Pupils are told that they are going to listen to a story about a little boy and girl just like themselves.
Activities
Teacher reads story as pupils follow along in their books.

Pupils then choral read with teacher, read in groups and individually.

They retell their favourite parts.

Pupils create and answer literal and inferential questions, follow directions and sequence facts and events in the story.

Evaluation

    1. Retell favourite parts of story.

    2. Create questions and have other pupils answer.

   3. Answer teacher made questions using six points of enquiry.

  4. Arrange events on a time line to form the story.

  5. Use signal words as aids in sequencing.
